The 2010 Census will present one of the shortestusequestionnaires in the history of the
United States. The 2010 Census will ask for nageader, age, race, ethnicity, relationship and
whether the householder owns or rents their horhe.CEnsus form should take 10-minutes to
complete but will have an impact that will spanegade. The reasons for everyone (especially
African-Americans) to be aware of the upcoming csrand the need to participate are:

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Dr. Charles R. Drew

1904 - 1950
Member of Omega Psi Phi Fraternity Alpha Psi ChaptE923
Pioneering Surgeon, Medical Health Researcher, Inveor

Cleveland, OhioDoctor Charles Richard Drew was born in Washing€. on June 3,
1904. Brother Drew was inducted into Alpha Psi Gaam 1923. While attending Amherst
College in Western Massachusetts, Brother Drewllexten athletics receiving the Thomas W.
Ashley Memorial Trophy for being the football teamost valuable player and achieved
honorable mention All-FAmerican honors in footbaltharles R. Drew was awarded the Messman
Trophy for bringing the most honors to Amherst Wmgity during his four years. He received a
Bachelors of Arts from Amherst University in 192@&mwhonors. Charles R. Drew applied to
Harvard University and was accepted but that wbialte delayed Brother Drew from starting
medical school a year later. Instead Charles Rw2rarolled and received a Medical Doctorate
(M.D.) and Masters of Surgery (C.M.) from McGill ersity, Montreal, Quebec in 1933. During
this time, Dr. Drew began his research into blaadgfusion. When Dr. Drew began his studies,
blood could only be stored seven days before iabég spoil. Dr. Drew moved back to
Washington, D.C. to serve as an instructor of Ratjyoat Howard University Medical School in
1935 and a one-year residency at Freedmen’s Hbapitn Assistant in Surgery in 1936. While
on the faculty of Howard University Dr. Charles @reollaborated with Dr. Mercer Cook in the
writing of the fraternities hymn “Omega Dear” whialas adopted in 1931. Dr. Cook wrote the
music and the first stanza and Dr. Drew wrote #s¢ two stanzas. Charles Drew was made
Professor of Surgery and Chief Surgeon for thedfmes’s Hospital. Dr. Drew received a Doctor
of Science in Medicine from Columbia in 1940: hesvifze first African-American to receive this
degree. The title of his dissertation, “BankeddgloA Study in Blood Preservation”.

Doctor Charles Drew established the concept oftéoNal Blood Plasma Program for the
British and in the United States in 1941. Dr. Dt~up and ran the blood plasma bank in the
Columbia University Presbyterian Hospital in Newrl &€ity. Dr. Drew continued his
investigation of the use of plasma as a substitrteshole blood. While in England, Dr. Drew
created a widespread system of blood banks thatisaauntless lives in the Second World War.
Dr. Drew developed “Bloodmobile” trucks with refagation units to collect /carry the plasma and
whole blood to different theaters of need, incnegshe shelf live of the blood, a system that is
still in operation for the American Red Cross.

On March 31, 1950, Dr. Drew allowed his colleagaed some of his students to talk him
into attending a medical meeting held at the Tuskdgstitute as part of its Founder’s Day
celebrations. The tried Doctor dozed off whilevdrg near Burlington, North Carolina; his car
overturned on top of him and killed him. Dr. ClegrR. Drew died in rural North Carolina in a
tragic automobile accident April 1, 1950.



Despite his death at the age of 45, Dr. Drewleftind a legacy of life saving techniques.
Doctor Charles R. Drew was awarded the NAACP’s §min Medal in 1944. Dr. Charles Drew is
an inspiration and superior role model to follow.

Cleveland, OhioOne of the most influential artists of the twetitieentury and Omega
was the "Poet Laureate" Langston Hughes. In theébrpages 113 and 114, Brother Hughes is
referred to and one of his poems is printed inhistory book. Before his celebrity status,
Langston Hughes was maturing and developing dumsgunior and senior high school years in
Cleveland, Ohio. Hughes attended Kennard Junioh ISichool and Central Senior High School.
Kennard Junior High was located in the middle ef ¢kntral project area on Outhwaite Court,
across the street from the "Portland Outhwaite €emt, just the "P.O.C., this was the stage for
personalities such as Noble Sissle, who was tha anajor for James Reese Europe, conductor of
the Afro-American Band during World War |.

It was this group of musicians that introducedehdy concept of "Jazz" to Europe,
derived from the Harlem Renaissance of the tuth@icentury Afro — American cultural
resurgence. Noble returned from Europe and hookedlitlh Eubie Blake, together they wrote
many musical scores. One of their most famous ositipns was "I'm Just Wild about Harry."
Andy Anderson, premier tenor saxophonist, who was movie with Louie Armstrong and
replaced Ben Webster in the Duke Ellington Orclaeaird Carmen Newsome, known as the
"Black Clark Gable" made black films in the 1940's.

My introduction to these people came through migdgtwho had grew up with these men
as well as having gone to Kennard and Central @aihmen and Ancy, and my Great Uncle Acy,
who fought in World War.l. | had a chance to meed play with Acy, who became a mentor to
me.

| too attended Kennard and had the same Engléihéz (Miss Hamlin) who taught Langston
Hughes and sat at the desk that he carved hialgiti (LH). Noble Sissle was married to a cousin
on my father's side.

The other place that was an outlet for aspiring@rtvas The "Karamu" House, founded by
Russell and Rowena Jelliffe, it has long been loegn established as a incubator for writers,
poets, actors, and musicians. Some of the Karalmuwva are: Ron (Superfly) O'Neal, Ozzie
Davis, Ruby Dee, Langston Hughes, Calvin Thomas(mega, Phi Sigma, CWRU, '46),
Terrence Howard, Bill Cobbs and Beverly Johnsoddl she played Kissie in Roots. It was at
"Karamu" that Langston's musical "Simply Heavemds performed as well as Ozzie Davis'
"Purly Victorium." a play that became the hit moadi"Purly”.

In the middle 70's, the Library on the corner o§E£&0th and Quincy was renamed the
"Langston Hughes Library”. At present, it is benegovated, and during the 100-year celebration
of his birth, "Karamu" held a yearlong exhibit oarigston Hughes. In the history book it states
that, "Langston Hughes wrote three poems for tlagelnity. One of the poems is in the history
book. While going through the Archive at Nationdlsappened to find a program from the 33rd
Grand Conclave for Sunday, December 29, 1946, whahheld at 3:00 P.M. at the Will Rogers
Memorial Auditorium in Fort Worth, Texas. Bro. E&tgA. Love gave the Invocation. On the



inside was a poem entitled "I Dream a World", tbetpvas by Langston Hughes. If you go to the
Fraternity Museum in Atlanta, there is a book ia tdase entitled, Arnold Ramperad, "The Life of
Langston Hughes."
